Plastic Bags

* No longer provide plastic bags at point-of-sale

 Plastic bags will be allowed for:

e Loose objects within a store
e Produce, bulk, bakery, candy, cards, hardware, etc.

* Frozen foods, meat, fish, or flowers
e Dry cleaning/large garments
e Prescription medications




Paper Bags

e May provide paper bags, for a minimum of $0.10 ea.
 Need not be charged for small, lightweight bags
